That, in a nutshell, is the Electric Ideas Clearinghouse -- a resource funded by the Bonneville Power Administration (BPA).  The Clearinghouse is specially designed to take a wealth of commercial and industrial energy efficiency information and put it in the hands of Northwest utilities, engineers, architects, and designers who need it.

	The Clearinghouse staff of licensed engineers and energy experts can answer many questions on energy-efficient design.  They can also help you make connections with other technical experts as needed.  Technical information is available on topics such as:

renewable resources.





The Energy Library



	The Clearinghouse has a specialized collection of commercial and industrial energy information.  In addition, the staff has access to the largest energy library in the Northwest.  The collection includes written articles, product literature, product reviews, reports, and energy-related publications.



	The Clearinghouse library is staffed by a full-time research librarian who can help you with detailed literature and information searches.  Reports or reprints can be mailed to you or sent by FAX.



	If you cannot find a resource at the energy library, the Clearinghouse staff will draw upon other sources, such as Information Handling Services (IHS) -- the largest technical information resource in the world.





Product Information



	Finding specific product literature, articles, or product reviews is easy through the Clearinghouse.  Upon request, Clearinghouse staff will locate manufacturers’ product literature, information on similar products, and specific product vendors in your area to help you choose the best product for your needs.





Training Opportunities



	Now you can link with a powerful network of training resources by making one phone call.

	The Clearinghouse maintains a database of training programs throughout the Northwest, which is updated daily.  Use the Clearinghouse BBS to access, add, or search for training programs by keyword, state, sponsor, or dates.  Call the Hotline for answers to training-related questions.  The Clearinghouse can identify training programs in your area on energy topics that interest you.

Bulletin Board System



	Use the Clearinghouse BBS to:



access several discussion groups or “Forums” on energy-related topics, such as HVAC, lighting, motors, computer software, codes, and environmental issues



access the Clearinghouse librarian



review the on-line Training Calendar



communicate with other energy professionals through messages on the BBS



send and receive spreadsheets, energy software, or text files by attaching files to messages or filing them in the public Software/Files section.



	If you have a computer and modem, you can access the BBS.  There is no preregistration requirement - just connect your modem and call the BBS.



	Four 14400 baud modems are available to help you send and receive information fast.  Four 2400 baud modems are also available, as well as eight X.25 and nine Internet connections.



	X.25 access is available to Western regional users who can call local Compuserve numbers.  The Compuserve number provides cleaner connections and reduces telephone charges to the Clearinghouse.



User-Friendly



	Consistent, logical, and friendly menus let you find all information easily and quickly.



	Concise and reliable on-line help is available on each menu.  In addition, the Clearinghouse Hotline is available for personal assistance.



	An off-line message-reading utility is available to conveniently retrieve and review messages and reduce telephone charges.



	The Clearinghouse can add on-line surveys and questionnaires for users and generate results quickly.



	You can search for program contacts or technical experts in the Programs/Organizations database.  Enter your own records or search by keyword, name, or location.



	Energy codes and policy are displayed in a new BBS codes section.

	The FAX line is open 24 hours a day.��Using the Bulletin Board System



	When you use any Bulletin Board System (BBS), you must remember that you are initiating a transfer of data between two computers.  You are actually commanding two computers that are linked by modems, communication software, and a telephone line.  The modems convert data and sound so that the information can be transmitted over the telephone lines.  The communication software acts as an interpreter so that your commands are understood by each computer.



	The BBS prompts you with menus and there are help features at every level.  You can also call the Clearinghouse staff on the Hotline for personal assistance.

Instructions



1.  Communication Software Setup:  If your computer has been used for BBS communication, the settings are probably OK.  If your computer is not set up for BBS communication, or if you have difficulty, read your manuals and consult with your computer services staff or the Clearinghouse.  The Clearinghouse can answer many of your questions, but may not be familiar with your unique hardware or software commands.  For the ProComm setup screen, press Alt-S.

2.  Dial the BBS:  Initiate your communication software.  Use the manual dial or save the number in your dialing directory.  For the ProComm dialing directory, press Alt-D.  Consult your manuals for specific instructions.  If you receive a busy signal or the telephone does not answer, try again in a few minutes.  Call the Hotline if you have several unsuccessful attempts.



3.  Login to the BBS:  When the Clearinghouse BBS answers your call, you are prompted to enter your name and password.  If you have not used the system before, type “new” and you will be prompted to create your account.  Valid new users are given full access within eight working hours.



4.  Main Menu:  After you Login, the Main Menu is displayed.
