	Steam traps are automatic mechanical devices that drain condensate, remove air from a steam system, and stop the passage of live steam through drain lines.  They are important to the efficient operation of a steam distribution system.  Naval Civil Engineering Laboratory document UG-0005, Steam Trap User’s Guide, provides an overview of steam traps for maintenance personnel.  The guide provides detailed information on:

	The guide provides selection criteria for nine different applications, suggesting a primary and secondary trap choice for each application and describing limitations of the various trap types.  The guide’s section on trap sizing is limited, although the general guidelines for steam trap installation are good. 





	If you are repairing steam traps, you should look elsewhere for in-depth information as the section on steam trap repair is limited.  Because it is often more cost-effective to replace than repair steam traps, the list of steam trap manufacturers located at the back of the user’s guide may provide you with more useful information.
